My Special Interest: Speedway 

During the summer of 1965 Robert my elder brother who took me to an event which 
would have an impact on me for the rest of my life, Speedway Racing. 

We went to the Sydney Showground Speedway, where on the night I saw a speed car 
daredevil named Johnny Stewart running in his cherry red 1956 track burner FJ Holden 
Special. He won the main event from Kevin Park; I remember it like it was yesterday.  

I was so excited I just had to go again and I have been going to the speedway ever 
since. I was around the age of 11 on that first night at the Showground and it was not 
long after that that I began to go to the famous Windsor dirt track speedway located on 
the outskirts of the greater Sydney metro area. 

It cost me two shillings (20 cents) to go. I travelled there by Steam Train. I would 
jump on the very last carriage because the train was too long for Windsor Station and 
the last carriage would hang over the back of the platform when it pulled in. That made 
it so easy for me because Windsor was at the end of the line and the speedway was 
always held on Sunday. Anyway, I would then jump off the back of the train, walk about 
300 meters down the railway track, and climb through a hole in the fence of the closed 
Rosella Sauce factory. It has been years since Windsor closed but I can still smell the 
Rosella sauces.  

I would walk through the factory complex and then duck through another hole in a 
fence and end up right behind the pit area where the stock cars were parked; the smell 
would change to racing fuel and oil. That smell all speedway fans just love. From 
there I would walk around to turn three on the track, buy a meat pie, a program and a 
photo. That's a typical Aussie thing, the meat pie I mean.

FREE advice from the experts  

Beware and guard against Spam and Junk Mail 

I often get asked “Why do they do it?” 

Do What? Send Spam e-Mails. 

One of the worsening problems, despite the latest you-beaut scanner programs, is the constant 
bombardment of my inbox with spam and junk e-mails. When you are working constantly on the 
internet, looking after a number of websites and the email addresses often associated with them, 
the rate of spam emailing I get is very high. I get close to 600 spam or junk emails a day. I 
COULD do a few things to avoid it, like constantly changing my email addresses, however this is 
also a pain in the neck, so I deal with the spam the best way possible - by simply deleting them. 

Now I use Vista and the new Windows Mail program to check my emails, yes I know people will 
say “Oh that’s old hat and there are plenty of great programs out there that are better”. Well I 
HAVE tried a few, but there is an old saying that rings true here: ‘better the devil you know than 
the devil you don’t know’. Yes I am busy enough, without trying to learn how to use a new email 
program. 

Anyway back to Windows Mail. Now this is an improvement on the older Outlook Express in some 
ways, one is the treatment of Spam. It automatically throws any emails IT considers junk into a 
JUNK EMAIL folder. That is great except for one little problem. It sometimes throws emails in 
there that are genuine and sometimes very important.  

So I still need to go through and check my emails in the Junk emails Folder just to make 
sure. It may take a few minutes but it is WORTH IT. 

So back to our original question “Why do they do it?” 

The main reason is that they want your attention so that they can either simply wreck havoc on 
your life, via your computer, OR sell you something.  

However no matter WHAT it is, and how interesting it looks, it is always the best and wisest policy 
to simply delete any email that you do not know the origin of. Whether they are trying to 
sell you cheap pain-killers, Viagra, nude pictures of Angelina Jolie or fake watches (among other 
strange things), NOTHING is worth even opening these emails. They will more than likely 
contain nasty viruses that your computer may, or may not, be able to deal with. 



Now here is the problem. SOMETIMES these emails appear to come from a source that is genuine, 
like your PayPal account or the bank.  

How can you tell if it is genuine? 

Okay let’s remember two things here. 

1. Paypal, any other genuine online money transferring operation, and definitely NO bank will 
EVER ask you to “confirm your details by clicking the following link” or any such request. 

2. No matter how genuine the email may look, these guys are very clever, most have done some 
homework and have gone to great lengths to make it look like a genuine communiqué.  

Here are a couple of ways to check it out. 

Look at WHO the email is addressed to! If there is NO recipient name, if the recipient is 
“undisclosed recipient” or is NOT one of YOUR email addresses - DELETE IT!!!! 

If you are unsure and it appears to come from your bank phone your bank to check whether 
they had sent you an email or forward it to them and ask.  

If you suspect a PayPal fake (they appear to be a common target), PayPal WANT to know 
about it so simply forward it to spoof@paypal.com. I have received a few responses from 
PayPal thanking me for sending them the email and confirming that the email was NOT from 
them. 

Well enough for this time, if you have any questions do not hesitate to ask us about anything you 
may not understand. Just one thing though, PLEASE DO NOT forward any email to us for us 
to query it, simply send us a separate email with your question. We do not want an unnecessary 
virus in our system!
